No application postmarked after April 01, 2019 will be allowed.

6.
Application must be on an Official application form provided by Local 204 office.

7.
Scholarship(s) shall be awarded by May 15, 2019.

8.
Essays must be double-spaced and typed.

9.
Copy of SAT or ACT test results must accompany the applications.

10.
Three (3) letters of recommendation are required.

11.
Winners shall show proof of acceptance in an accredited college, university or trade school.

12.
Scholarship checks will be made out in the names of both the recipient and the institution they will attend.

13.
Education expenses are defined as tuition, books, tools, room, board, and other educational supplies.

14.
Winners must be enrolled by the first semester of the following school year as a full-time student

15.
The Executive Board shall be notified two (2) weeks prior to the start of classes if the recipient does not attend or is unable to attend his or her choice of higher education.

16.
Checks will be issued in July or August upon receipt of the required information.
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
